For families to do together

For younger kids
Feeding people is something we do every day. 
Help make a special lunch one day this week.

For older kids
Use newspapers and online resources to 
find where famine is a problem today. What 
relief organizations are working in these 
areas? What are they doing to alleviate the 
problem?
